1.	 In order to use the online service, you and/
or your company must be an approved contractor 
with the City of Johnson City.  If you are not 
already an approved contractor, you can click 
HERE and follow the instructions in order to do 
business in Johnson City. 

2.	 Once you and/or your company has been 
approved as a contractor, you can begin the online 
sign-up process.  Visit the website 
www.buildingdepartment.com.  Click on 
Contractors, then select TN, click on Johnson 
City, then finally click on GET STARTED NOW.

3.	 Type in your last name or the first word of your 
company name and click Next.

4.	 Continue following the detailed, on-screen 
instructions which will guide you through every 
step to finish the sign-up process.
